Do You Have a Share Draft Account? 

 

Although they had offered so many benefits to their members for so 
long, credit unions did not begin offering share draft accounts - similar 
to checking accounts - until the middle of the 1970s. At the time, 
these transaction accounts were similar to NOW accounts, interest-
earning bank accounts that let customer write drafts against money 
that is held on deposit. In 1980, the Consumer Checking Account Eq-
uity Act formally authorized all federally insured credit unions to offer 

share draft accounts to their members. 

Today, our credit union lets you write an unlimited number of share 
drafts checks on your account, and offers a MasterCard debit card 
that can be used for purchases and cash advances at participating 
merchants and ATMs. For your convenience, your credit union is a 
member of several ATM networks, including Pulse and Jeanie. Direct 
deposit of payroll, retirement, Social Security benefits and tax refunds, 
overdraft protection, courtesy pay and  bill pay is available with this 

account.   

When you're shopping among financial institutions for a checking or 
similar account, be sure to compare the schedules of fees and fines; 
especially those for writing checks, using automated teller machines 

(ATMs), and overdrawing your account.  

National surveys indicate that service fees, fines, and minimum bal-
ance requirements are generally lower at credit unions than most 

other financial institutions.
